The Kansas Jaycees State BB Gun

Championships will be held Saturday in
Manhattan and the Norton Rotary BB
Gun Team will be gunning for another
championship of the State of Kansas.

Norton BB gun teams have won 36 of
41 state championships during the
program�s existence. Norton did not com-
pete in 1982 because there was no Jaycees
chapter. The team is in the third year of
sponsorship by the Rotary Club since the
Jaycees chapter disbanded.

BB gun teams consist of young people
from 8 to 14 years of age.

The three top teams in each state shoot
qualify to compete in the Daisy/Jaycees
International BB Gun Championships
and Norton has won eight international
championships, more than any other team
in the world!

Three Norton teams will enter the
championships in Manhattan on Saturday

and a top three finish would again guar-
antee Norton a spot in the internationals,
which will be held again this year in Bowl-
ing Green, Ky., on June 29 through July
1.

Rules state that a shooter is not allowed

Pet owners all across the country re-

cently learned that dozens of brands of
canned cat and dog food have been re-
called. Dr. Aaron White, DVM said the
recall is a result of two different chemi-
cals being found in the food. The chemi-
cals were in contaminated wheat gluten
imported from China. One of the chemi-
cals is used in the production of plastics
and the other in the manufacture of rat
poison.

Dr. White said the recall pertains only
to canned pet food and food in pouches.
He said dry food is not affected.

Locally, one cat has died after ingest-
ing tainted food and another was treated.
As of this report, no dogs have been
treated. Symptoms pet owners should be
alert to are: loss of appetite, lethargy,
vomiting and sometimes increased thirst
and urination. Dr. White advised pet own-
ers to carefully read can labels. If they are
unsure, they should call their veterinarian.

Make sure you have not purchased any
of the following pet foods between Dec.
3, 2006 and March 6. If you have, stop
feeding and contact your veterinarian.
