Practicing since October

Norton�s preparation for the
state shoot began in October when
the shooters entered the gun safety
program, sponsored by Daisy and
the National Rifle Association.
After passing the course, they be-
gan practicing marksmanship in
each of the four positions and
studying for the written test. Prac-
tices are held every Wednesday
evening in the back of the Norton
Rotary BB Gun Team Museum on
East U.S.36 Highway.

In the past, Norton teams used
the National Guard Armory for
practices but building owner
Alberta Slaby offered the space in
the museum free of charge.

�Many thanks to Alberta and the
Rotary Club for their unwavering
support,� said coach Archer.

�The museum building is really
nice for a practice area and there�s
enough room to keep our targets
set up all the time and a separate
room for a classroom. The Rotary
Club recently added some large
lights that make shooting much
easier for our young people.�

The Archers also thanked First
State Bank and New Age Indus-
trial Corp., Inc. for their strong
continued support of the program.

�Our shooters work hard in
practice,� said coach Archer.

�They are not as consistent in
shooting as we�d like to see but it
is a long season so they are going
to have their ups and downs. They
have the ability to shoot well and

have proven that recently in prac-
tice.�

The written test accounts for 20
percent of a shooter�s score.

�Our girls and boys have a good
knowledge of gun safety and al-
ways do well on the written test,�
said Mrs. Archer. �Sometimes
trick questions cause them prob-
lems but they study hard and usu-
ally can figure out the answers.
They know so much about the sub-
ject that sometimes they think too
hard on an easy question.

�The important thing is that they
are learning gun safety for a life-
time.�

�We have exceptional young
men and women in this program,�
said coach Archer. �We are proud
to have this relationship with
them. We are just like one big fam-
ily.

�Our shooters are also proud of
who they are and who they repre-
sent. We expect a lot out of them,
the parents expect a lot and the
shooters expect a lot of them-
selves.�

�Our shooters treat each other
with respect,� said Mrs. Archer.
�The camaraderie and the type of
young people these boys and girls
develop into is unbelievable. They
are learning lessons for life.

�They practice good sportsman-
ship and set a good behavior ex-
ample for other teams when they
come to a shoot. They say, �We are
Norton�, and they know they have
a winning tradition to live up to.�
