Artificial sweeteners
can replace sugar

The battle of the bulge. For many,
it is a daily struggle to keep in shape
by balancing food intake and burn-
ing calories. To help fight the battle,
five artificial sweeteners are avail-
able to consumers to replace sugar.
They can help reduce calorie intake,
manage diabetes, prevent cavities,
and control weight.

The five artificial sweeteners are
aspartame, saccharin, acesulfame-
K, neotame, and sucralose. Each has
been approved as safe by the Food
and Drug Administration (FDA).
The FDA evaluates the composition
and properties, how much would be
consumed, and the safety of the in-
gredient. The typical amount con-
sumed is well within the �accept-
able daily intake levels� that a per-
son would safely eat each day over
a lifetime. Here are the five sweet-
eners:

Aspartame- This is 200 times
sweeter than sugar. It has a caloric
value of 4 kcal/g, like sugar. Be-
cause of the higher sweetness value,
the amount used is much less, mak-
ing it essentially free of calories. In
the grocery store, it is sold as
NutraSweet® and Equal®. It was
first approved by FDA in 1981.
Concerns arose in the mid- 1900s
about it�s link to causing leukemia
and lymphoma. Both of these have
not been proven. People with phe-
nylketonuria should not consume
aspartame because it contains phe-
nylalanine.

Saccharin- This is 200-700 times
sweeter than sugar and has zero
calories. In the grocery store, it is
sold as Sweet�N Low®, Sweet
Twin, and Necta Sweet®. Saccha-
rin was discovered in 1879. In 1977,
it was linked to causing bladder can-
cer in rats after eating large amounts.
Foods using saccharine had to carry
a label warning that it could be a
health hazard. Extensive studies
have since proven that saccharin did
not cause cancer in humans. In
2000, the National Toxicology Pro-
gram determined saccharin to be
safe and in 2001, the label warning
was removed.

Acesulfame-K (potassium) -This
is 200 times sweeter than sugar. In

the grocery store, it is sold as
Sunett® and Sweet One. It has zero
calories. The FDA first approved
acesulfame-K in 1988. It has since
been approved for use in all foods
except meat or poultry.  More than
90 studies using acesulfame-K
prove it is safe for h uman consump-
tion.

Neotame- This powerful sweet-
ener is 7,000 to 13,000 times
sweeter than sugar. It has zero calo-
ries. Neotame was approved by the
FDA in 2002. It is chemically simi-
lar to aspartame but with a very low
to no health risk for people with
phenylketonuria. More than 100
animal and human studies were re-
viewed to show there are no dangers
in consuming neotame at appropri-
ate levels.

Sucralose- One of the most
widely used artificial sweeteners is
sucralose, more commonly known
as Splenda®. It is 600 times sweeter
than sugar and has zero calories. The
FDA approved the use of sucralose
in 1998 in 15 food categories. A year
later, it was approved as a general-
purpose sweetener for all foods.
