RANDY’S DANDY MEATLOAF

2 pounds ground chuck

1 pound ground pork

2 teaspoons steak seasoning

2 cloves chopped garlic

1/2 cup chopped green pepper
1 large shallot, minced

1 1/2 cups panko bread crumbs

2eggs

2 tsp Worcestershire Sauce

1. Preheat oven to 375 degrees.
2. Melt 1 tsp butter or margarine in a hot skillet and add mushrooms. Sauté mushrooms until they have a nice brown color. Remove
from heat and put in a large mixing bowl.
3. Add next nine ingredients (ground chuck, ground pork, steak seasoning, garlic, green pepper, shallot, bread crumbs, eggs, and
Worcestershire sauce) to mixing bowl. Mix just enough to combine ingredients.
4. Separate mixture into two equal portions. Form each portion into a loaf on a baking sheet.
5. Spread top of each loaf with a thin layer of ketchup.
6. Bake in 375 degree oven for 45 minutes. Remove from oven and top with slices of brown sugar ham. Spread another layer of
ketchup on top of the ham and return to the oven.
7. Cook for another 45 minutes to 1 hour or until internal temperature reaches 175 degrees. Remove from oven and let rest for 15

8. Serve with mashed potatoes or your favorite side dish, and don’t forget to enjoy.
