Sixth best shooter
was Cole Archer with a 365 and
Kaitlyn Campbell was seventh
high aggregate with a 364. Lane
Vanovertied for 10thinaggregate
score with a 362.

Archers win two of three

The Norton County 4-H archers
went to the Kansas State 4-H
Shoot in Great Bend on April 21
where they won the barebow and
openteamdivisions and took third
in the open team division.

Barebow

In barebow as a team, Kerby
Brandyberry, Chase Braun, Dana
Hillebrand and Diedre Kramer
scored atotal of 781 points, putting
them above Gray County’s 621.

Individually, Austin Hager
grabbed first in the Junior 3D di-
vision with 117 points. Marc
Miller, Kegan Vanover and Shelbi
McKenna also scored in the divi-
sion with Miller placing fourth
with 82 points; Vanover taking
fifth with 78 points,and McKenna
taking 10th with 66 points.

Austin Hager came in third in
the Junior FITA division with 145
points, giving him a total of 262
points for first place overall in the
junior barebow division. Marc
Miller placed fourth in the FITA
division with 82 points, ranking
him at fourth overall. Shelbi
McKenna came in sixth in FITA
with 66 points for an overall rank-
ing of fifth. Kegan Vanoverdidn’t
place in the top ten FITA ranking,
but did take seventh overall in the
junior division with 174 points.

In the senior division, Chase
Braun grabbed firstin both the 3D
and FITA divisions to take first
place overall with 299 points. In
3D, he earned 139 points and in
FITA he had 160 points. Caleb
Vanover was the only other Norton
County youth to make the top 10
in Senior 3D with 100 points for
seventh place. In Senior FITA,
Diedre Kramer scored 102 points
for fifth, while Kerby Brandyberry
scored 94 points for seventh and

Caleb Vanover scored 92 points
foreighth. Overall, Caleb Vanover
placed sixth with 192 points,
Diedre Kramer took seventh with
183 points, and Kerby
Brandyberry placed ninth with
175 points.

The team of Chase Braun,
Carson Braun, Kyle Edgett and
Dana Hillebrand racked up 1432
points in the open team division,
following closely behind Butler
County with 1450 and Barton
County with 1439.

Individually, Austin Hager took
second in both the Junior 3D and
Junior FITAdivisions forasecond
place overall ranking. He scored
131 points in 3D and 203 in FITA
for a total of 334. He was the only
junior competitor from Norton
County who placed in the top ten.

In the senior division, Kyle
Edgett grabbed firstin the 3D cat-
egory with 180 points and second
in the FITA category with 225
points to take first overall in the
division with 405 points. Chase
Braun took fifth in Senior 3D with
167 points and eighth in the Senior
FITA with 204 points to place sixth
overall with 371. Carson Braun
wasrightbehind him, placing sev-
enth overall with 367 points after
taking sixth in FITA. He scored
153 points in 3D, but didn’t place
in the top 10.

Olympic

The Olympic team of Kerby
Brandyberry, Carson Braun,
Diedre Kramer and Kyle Edgett
scored a total of 942 points and
was the only team competing.

Shelbi McKenna scored her
way to first place in the junior
overall with 187 points by taking
third in the Junior 3D with 56
points and first in the Junior FITA
with 131 points. She was the only
