People digging deeper for stamp money

It�s just about time to ante up. This time
not at the table, but at the post office.

Monday, May 14 officially heralds the
arrival of the 41-cent stamp needed to
mail a letter to Aunt Bea, that found its
way to her mailbox for 39 cents the day
before. The hike in mailing rates isn�t a
surprise, however; it�s been on the table
for quite a spell and ample time given for
everyone to get ready to shell out a few
cents more.

Norton Postmaster Brenda Darnell said
post offices nationwide are now selling
the new 41-center and also one- and two-
cent stamps for customers who still have
a supply of 39-cent stamps on hand.

The postmaster also said customers can
order stamps on-line at www.usps.com,
or by telephone at 1-800-STAMP-24. She
said the new stamps are also available at

Automated Postal Centers and ATM�s
nationwide, beginning May 14.

Postmaster Darnell provided a chart of
examples of some of the new rates and
fees. Readers may want to hang onto this
for future reference.

$2.15; Return Receipt (Electronic), 85
cents; Money Orders (up to $500), $1.05.

The postmaster said on May 14 the

Breast Cancer Research semipostal stamp
will go on sale at the new 55-cent price.
Since 1998, she said, the Postal Service
has raised more than $53 million for
breast cancer research through the sale of
the semipostal stamp.

In addition to the new domestic rates,
changes will take effect May 14 for cus-
tomers sending international mail. The
United States Postal Service has simpli-
fied its eight main international products
into four: Global Express Guaranteed,
Express Mail International, Priority Mail
International, and First-Class Mail Inter-
national.

New packaging will allow mailers to
use the same Priority Mail and Express
Mail packaging for shipping both within
the United States and to other countries.

After seven years, the Almena Irriga-
tion District and the Kansas Department
of Wildlife and Parks have come to a long-
term agreement about water levels at
Sebelius Reservoir.

Mike Hayden, Secretary of the Kansas
Department of Wildlife and Parks, said
the first discussion between the two agen-
cies was held seven years ago. For the past
five years, the two agencies have been
negotiating a long-term agreement.

He said it took two years of discussion
to get to an annual agreement, which was
in place for three years.

Finally, he said, they reached a 10-year
agreement.

But, coming to terms both Wildlife and

Parks and the Irrigation District could live
with wasn�t the end of it. It also had to be
approved by the governor�s Sub-cabinet
on Natural Resources, the Kansas Water
Authority, the Kansas Legislature, Gov-
ernor Kathleen Sebelius and the members
of the Almena Irrigation District.

Mr. Hayden said they have agreed to it
in principal until the members vote on
whether or not they like the terms. If they
vote for it, then a formal agreement will
be drawn up and signed by Mr. Hayden
and the Irrigation District�s board.

At the state level, the agreement has
been approved by the sub-cabinet and the
water authority. Earlier this week, the
Kansas House of Representatives and
Kansas Senate passed it.

It is now waiting for Gov. Sebelius� sig-

nature. But, Mr. Hayden said, she is fully
supportive of the agreement and has in-
dicated  she will sign it.

�The members (of the Irrigation Dis-
trict) voting and the governor�s signature
are the last pieces,� he said. �Once that is
done, it will go into effect July 1.�

Norman Nelson, president of the
Almena Irrigation District�s board, said
he didn�t want to release the fine details
of the agreement until the members have
had a chance to see it first and vote on it.

Mr. Hayden said, basically like the an-
nual agreements, there will be a minimum
pool in the lake below which there will be
no releases of water. That minimum level,
he said, is 2,288.5 feet. There is also a two-
foot buffer on top of that.

This means, he said, that water will not

be released to the Irrigation District until
the water pool is at 2,290.5. Above that,
the water belongs to them. And, he said,
once it reaches the buffer level, the district
can continue to take water until it goes
back to the minimum level of 2,288.5 feet.

As of April 30, the water pool measured
2,290.1 feet, which falls just short of the
required pool level for the district to take
water.

�We�re happy with the plan,� he said.
�We think it will protect the state park and
the fish and wildlife of the lake. We�re
very pleased after all these years of nego-
tiating that an agreement has been made.�

Mr. Nelson agreed.
�I really believe this will be good for

both,� he said. �The lake level will be
