Council wants local companies
given the opportunity to bid

The Norton City Council hired BRB
Contractors for the water plant project,
but wants the company to include local
businesses when getting bids.

Chris Miller with Miller and Associ-
ates, the city’s engineering firm for the
water plant renovation project, said they
have received both verbal and written
approval from the Kansas Department of
Health and Environment for the project
plans. Now that they have that approval,
he said, they need to provide written no-

tice of award to BRB Contractors for the
company’s bid of $3,119,000.

Once that is done, he said it starts the
city’s time frame on when the project
needs to be done. With the notice, every-
one can get to work, he said.

Councilman Ron Briery said he had
been approached by the local concrete
company, S&R Ready Mix, who said
BRB hadn’t approached them for a bid.

“It’s a problem that we award the con-
tractto BRB, when they won’teven goask
our Ready Mix for a bid,” he said. “We
