Tell a stranger you like railroad
collectibles and they leap immedi-
ately tothe conclusionthatyou’rea
model railroader. Not that there’s
anything wrong with model rail-
roads, but did you know there are
dozens of otherrailroad collectibles
out there? Well, it’s far too many to
deal within one column so this time
we will look at dinnerware, silver-
ware, monogrammed linens and
blankets, as well as dining and club
car memorabilia.

Dining car collectibles are all
clearly marked with company
names and logos and so were
stealthily “lifted” as souvenirs. My
GrandmalJenny came from Califor-
niaby trainthe summerI wasinfifth
grade. She was in her late eighties
atthetime, honestasthedayislong,
and even she had a fancy dessert
spoon that had “somehow” ended
upinherworkbag. IfTknew thenthe
price Portland Rose collectibles
bring today I would’ve saved that
pretty little spoon.

Because of their size, few dinner
plates were taken but butter pats,
coffee cups and silverware disap-
peared atanalarmingrate during the
years railroad travel was at the
height of its popularity. Club cars
also lost quite a few ashtrays and
cocktail glasses. Needless to say,
menus went missing on a regular
basis, taken, no doubt, to show the
“folks back home” what elegant
food travelers were offered. I’ve
beentold there truly was some great
cooking done in the kitchen cars on
major lines. Can you imagine the
tightquarters and unstable environ-
ment? “Grabthatsoupkettle, we’re
coming toacurve!”

Each collector chooses his own
specialty — perhaps just one rail-
road line or one specific item for
their search; others choose to try for
something fromevery line thatever
existed. Since quite a few railroad
lines only lasted a few years, that
could be anever-ending quest. Just
forks or spoons? Only butter pats?
Menus? The possibilities are limit-
less because railroads dominated
the transport and travel industries
for so many years.

Monogrammed napkins and
bread basketliners were commonly
purloined, sothey are foundin plen-
tiful supply, whereas the larger table
covers, not so portable, are rare. As
in any collectible, scarcity deter-
mines value and price. In a whole
separate collecting category are lin-

“HH” that were taken from that
chain of trackside restaurants. An
apron from Harvey House can com-
mand aprice as pretty asthe Harvey
girl who wore it.

Blankets from the Pullman Com-
pany are often collected, especially
the earliestones which were identi-
fied by a cross stitch pattern. Usu-
ally found only in museums are the
dark blue woolen blankets Pullman
had manufactured specifically for
the use of black porters, cooks and
waiters. Very few of these have
turned up. Givenasa*“‘perk” tofaith-
fulemployees, they were treasured
and used until they were threadbare.

Woven coverlets were used by the
Sun Railroad Line in private cars
designed for company executives,
political figures, or wealthy inves-
tors. They often carry unique and
specificidentificationthatincreases
their collectible value. Any blanket
with a Canadian Pacific logo is es-
pecially appreciated for double-
woven warmth. Atchison, Topeka
and Santa Fe blankets are “wimpy”
by comparison.

Theday of traveling on trains had
almost passed before I became old
enough to travel, so my personal
experience is very limited. Still the
moan of a train whistle in the night
has always made me want to be
aboard, speeding off to who knows
where, snug in an upper berth. This
fantasy was probably influenced by
all those 1940s romantic and dra-
matic movies filmed on moving
trains. Goingdowntothe depot with
my dad on Sunday afternoon to
watch the Portland Rose go through
brings back vivid childhood memo-
ries of the sounds and smells of
trains. It was the day of the passen-
ger cars and it was such fun to stand
by the tracks with a group of friends
and wave to the passengers. Some
even waved back and smiled.

So chug-chug, toot-toot, and oft
we go! Next time you go out
antiquing, don’t forget to look
around for some railroadiana.
