Leaf rust spreading
to southern Kansas

Norcatur’s citizens

Every year during the week be-
fore Memorial Day, the towns-
people of Norcatur take special
care to spruce up their town.

One night is designated as Main
Street Clean-Up Night and volun-
teers show up with push brooms,
shovels, tractors, bedding flowers
for planters and garden tools. This
year the city even had the use of an
automatic street sweeper which
sped up the cleaning process.

Man power was still needed to
loosen packed dirt from the gut-
ters and hand brooms swept up
the small pieces.

Wheat Foliar Fungicides...
As of May 5, the races of leaf

rust that are attacking some plants
are now present in the southern
parts of the state, they are experi-
encing some significant pressure.
Early May is a critical time to look
at any foliar fungicides for wheat.
Looking at current disease pres-
sure, varietal resistance, and yield
potential can help decide treatment.
Fungicides differ in their applica-
tion timing from boot stage through
the fully headed stage. Assuming
some statewide research that has
showed 5, 10, or 15 percent yield
response to treatment, one can es-
timate a quick and easy evaluation.

Typically the recommendation
is to consider treatment if you feel
your yield potential may be at or
greater then the 45 bushel mark,
and you have very susceptible va-
rieties.  Now with the returns for a
seed production field, the econom-
ics are more attractive due to the
higher selling price of seed.

A field would be a candidate for
a fungicide application if it is at the
flag leaf emergence through head-
ing stages of growth. If leaf rust
becomes established on the flag
leaf prior to heading, yield losses
may exceed 30 percent in suscep-
tible varieties. It is too late to ap-
ply a fungicide if leaf rust has al-
ready exceeded 5 to 15 percent
severity on the flag leaves at head-
ing. In this situation, the next gen-
eration of lesions is already devel-
oping within the plants, and con-
siderable damage to the leaf tissue
has already occurred. These prod-
ucts are locally systemic which
means they will be rain-fast as
soon as they dry on the leaves but
will not move into parts of the
plant that are not covered by the
fungicide. The products will pro-
vide 14 to 21 days of protection
depending on the level of disease
pressure.

Historical averages statewide from
K-State Research and Extension Plant
Pathologist average about 4-5 bushel
response to fungicide treatments.

With the help of the USDA rust lab
we have looked at the Norton County
plots and although the data is several
years old it does show some interest-
ing facts. From 1999-2002  in our
previous plots the average increase
over treatment versus not treating

was a benefit of 6.5 bushels. Some
years the difference was not in favor
of using fungicide and some of it was
a benefit. Again, for fields with higher
disease pressure, higher yield poten-
tial and higher selling price the eco-
nomics are more attractive to a fun-
gicide treatment for wheat. Some vari-
eties that are most susceptible are Jagger,
Jagalene, Overly, T-81, Dominator, Karl,
Ike, Keota, Hatcher, 2163, 2137.

Cedar Apple Rust
This time of year the very preva-

lent fungus disease will begin to show
in the juniper related trees. With
warmer temperatures and some
higher humidity or rain, we will see
the orange jelly like galls form on the
juniper trees. These rarely cause se-
vere damage but can become very
thick on a tree. The fungus is passing
from the juniper to species of crab
apple or apple trees. When it  harbors
in these tree species it can cause some
loss in the foliage and fruit if it is ex-
tremely heavy on trees.

The current treatment is to remove
the orange galls from the juniper trees
if it is not too overwhelming of a job.
The galls die when removed. The other
best treatment is to treat the foliage of
the apple or crab apple with a fungicide
that has cedar-apple rust specifically on
its label. Some ingredients are ferbam,
maneb or mancozeb, chlorothalonil,
and triforine are among a few that you
may find. Follow the label guidelines
but usually applications are needed
about every 10 days from late April to
early June on the apple tree foliage.

It does not really make any differ-
ence about planting distance be-
tween juniper types and apples. The
fungus can travel by wind for half
mile or more.
