Lady Husky takes
gold medal at state

Two Northern Valley girl ath-

letes competed in the Class 1A
State Track and Field Meet held
Friday and Saturday at Cessna Sta-
dium in Wichita.

Freshman Alison Cole had an
outstanding performance in the
high jump where she cleared 5-
feet-4-inches to tie the school
record, held by Alison and two oth-
ers, and win the gold medal.

Sharing the record with her are
Rachelle Smith and Cori Cox.
Cole tied the record earlier this
season in a meet in Mankato.

�I think Alison will go even

higher next year,� said Northern
Valley coach Chuck Fessenden.
�Since she was a freshman, it was
her first time competing but  she
didn�t let the pressure situation
bother her.�

Logan High School competed in
the 1A division in the Kansas High
School Track and Field Meet held
Friday and Saturday in Cessna
Stadium in Wichita.

The Trojan boys tied for seventh
place with Kensington and the
Lady Trojans tied for 17th.

Logan senior Tim McElroy
turned in a tremendous perfor-
mance in the shot put and discus,
winning gold medals in both
events and setting a school record
in the shot put.

McElroy heaved the shot 54-
feet-6-inches to break the Logan
school record of 54�5� held by Jer-
emy Lehning. He repeated as the
state champion in the discus with
a throw of 159�9�.

McElroy will throw next season
for Fort Hays State University in
Hays.

�Tim is very dedicated; he
works very hard,� said Logan
coach Chris Graham. �He didn�t
have a bad day all season. He
threw the discus 170 feet in two
meets. He will be a fine thrower for
Fort Hays.�

Logan junior Zach Long tied for
fifth in the pole vault by clearing a
personal best 12�6�.

He also competed in the 110
meter hurdles and had the twelfth
best time in the preliminaries af-
ter an unusual incident during the
race. He was timed in 17.76 after
placing second in the regional
meet with a time of 16.3.

�Zach was running well in the

hurdles race when the boy next to
him knocked over his hurdle,� said
coach Graham. �Zach cleared his
hurdle but the other boy�s hurdle
got in his way, threw him off stride
and he took a tumble. He got up
and finished the race.

�He was very disappointed but
it was out of his control. He�ll be
back next year.

�You can always count on Zach
for points. He keeps improving
every year in the pole vault and
will go higher next year. He has
some real potential.

�I�m really proud of both Tim
and Zach. They were my most
consistent boys competitors all
year. I could always count on
them. Zach will be back to con-
tinue to improve and Tim will have
a great career at Fort Hays.�

The Logan girls 1600 meter re-
lay team of seniors Bethany
Clements and Anne Hartman and
juniors Jenny Archer and Shelley
Kemper placed second with an
outstanding time of 4:16.57. They
won their regional the week before
in 4:21.30. The same four girls
competed in last year�s state meet
in the same event and did not make
the finals with a time of 4:29.45.

The same foursome ran the 400
meter relay this year and finished
in sixth place with a time of 53.55
after placing fourth in the regional
with a 53.0 clocking.

Hartman also competed in the
200 meter dash and 100 meter
dash. She placed fifth in the 200
meter dash in 27.62 after qualify-
ing with the eighth best time. She

had the 14th best time in the pre-
liminaries of the 100 meter dash
with a clocking of 13.39.

Clements competed in the
800 meter race and placed
eighth with a time of 2:28.14.
She was less than one second out
of fifth place.

�I�m really proud of the way
all of our girls ran,� said coach
Graham. �Our two seniors
Bethany and Anne are really
competitive. Anne battled a foot
problem all year and still ran
hard.

�Bethany ran the best she has
all year in the 800 meters. She
was boxed in early and used a lot
of energy getting out of it. We�ll
miss those two seniors. They are
great leaders and work hard in
practice. Anne is such a great
competitor that she�ll find a way
to win. On the relays, I can count
on her beating anybody running
with her.

�Our 1600 meter relay team
made great strides during the sea-
son. They ran their two best races
of the year in the state meet. They
peaked just at the right time. They
were ready and confident. They
are exciting to watch.

�The same girls also com-
peted hard in the 400 meter re-
lay. They don�t like getting beat
and that got them on the medal
stand.

�All of our athletes are great
young people. They came down
to Wichita to compete. They
were focused. I�m proud of them
and loved working with them.�
