breast cancer research and out-
reach, should begin showing up on
Kansas vehicles starting in Janu-
ary 2008, thanks to a bill signed
into law by Gov. Kathleen
Sebelius on April 1 of this year.

According to information pro-
vided by Rita Speer, R.N., M.S.,
Norton, who is a breast cancer sur-
vivor, individuals who want to
have this license plate will have to
pay a $50 tax-deductible donation.
The money will support the Uni-
versity of Kansas Cancer Center�s
clinical trial program.

Mrs. Speer said it is necessary to
obtain 500 commitments so plate
production can begin. When that

number is reached, the KU Center
will send applications forms to
those requesting the tag, along
with request for payment.

Mrs. Speer�s letter to The Tele-
gram said that nationwide, it is
predicted there will be 178,480
new cases diagnosed this year and
40,4910 deaths.

In 2006, she said, 400 women
died of breast cancer in Kansas.

She said those statistics do not in-
clude the men who develop and die
of this form of cancer.
