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Norton BB gun coach ‘extremely pleased’
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Kan., finished 25th out of the 33
competing teams with a 444 test,
1739 shooting and 2183 total.

Under current rules, the top
three teams in each state are eli-
gible to compete in the interna-
tional shoot. Shooters are not al-
lowed to compete at international
two years in a row. The young
marksmen must be between 8 and
15 years of age. Each of the four
shooting positions counts as 20
percentof ashooter’s score and the
written test on marksmanship and
gun safety counts for the other 20
percent. The written test contained
questions on information from the
Daisy 10-Lesson Curriculum and
the National Rifle Association BB
Gun Rule Book.
