    Prairie Dog Creek WTAP Sign-up Period Starts September 1

The State Conservation Commission will begin accepting
applications for the new water right retirement program, WTAP,
beginning September 1.

WTAP is a voluntary, incentive-based program designed to
help restore aquifers and streams in critical areas.  The Prairie Dog
Creek basin has been selected as a pilot project area because it is
significant in the State of Kansas’ efforts to maintain compliance in the
Republican River Compact with the State of Nebraska.

Applicants who are selected for WTAP grants are compensated by the
State Conservation Commission in exchange for the permanent
retirement of a water right.  Priority is given to retiring water rights in
areas which would have the greatest impact on the stream system.
WTAP grants are approved on the basis of competitive bids and the
fair market value of water rights.

To be eligible, water rights must have been actively used in
the last 10 years.  Dryland farming is permitted after a water right is
retired.  Limited irrigation can be temporarily allowed to establish a
permanent cover on the land being transitioned from irrigation.  Partial
water right reductions can also be considered for retirement grants.

The first sign-up period will be September 1, 2007 through November
15, 2007.

Andbe Home building new apartments
that was left to the Andbe Home.
