The Dane G. Hansen Memo-
rial Museum is proud to present
“Impossible To Forget: The Nazi
Camps Fifty Years After” toured
by Curatorial Assistance Travel-
ing Exhibitions, Los Angeles.
Renowned English photogra-
pher Michael Kenna will be ex-
hibiting his 12-year project
documenting over 30 Nazi con-
centration camps in a compre-
hensive exhibition. Mr. Kenna
photographed concentration
camps during repeat visits from
1988 through 2000 and the exhi-
bition consists of 88 images se-
lected from several thousand
images produced. He was ini-
tially inspired by a haunting
photograph of a mountain of
shaving brushes from
Auschwitz produced by a fellow
student while still attending the
Banbury School of Art in En-
gland. This image resonated
deeply with him and he found it
“impossible to forget.” This ex-
hibit will run until Sept. 30.
