Farm Bureau were Johnny
Ankenman, Chris Tannerand 10th
District Farm Bureau Administra-
tor, Craig Cooper.

Students were able to experi-
ence what it is like to use a fire
extinguisher. The fire safety dem-
onstration was facilitated by
Danny Carmen and Trevor
Hammond from Northwest Fire
Safety, Colby. They instructed the
students to remember “PASS” —
Pull, Aim, Spray, Sweep.

Prairie Land Electric showed
the students how to be safe if they
are in an accident and the vehicle
they are in comes in contact with
a power line. Prairie Land Em-
ployees Barry Madden, Anna
Foley and Kevin Black demon-
strated the effects of power lines
onkites and balloons. The students
were taught the words, “Look up
and live.”

A lawn mower demonstration
was presented by Stanton Clark, a
FFA member from Northern Val-
ley and Levi Ninemire and Chris-
topher Maddy, Norton FFA. They
discussed proper dress for mow-
ing lawns and safety features.

Seeing the effects of anhydrous
ammonia on chicken livers,
brought home the safety message
of protective eye wear and rubber
gloves. Vern Kendall from Ag
Valley Co-op, Ken Moore, Com-
pliance Advisor, and Pete Jepsen
conducted the demonstration.

Serita Blankenship from Kan-
sas Farm Bureau Safety and Ag
Education division in Manhattan
demonstrated what happens if
someone is trapped in a grain bin.
A two-liter bottle filled with wheat
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and a balloon effectively showed
what pressure cando to your lungs.
She also stressed the “one seat —
one rider” rule. She shared some
real life tragedies to illustrate the
dangers of being the passenger on
or in a farm vehicle.

Brock Ellis knows first hand
how quickly an accident can hap-
pen. He told Norton students about
an accident he experienced on his
all-terrain vehicle. Other four-
wheeler safety facilitators were
Jacob Gallentine and Tim Becker.

Vicky Runnion and Stacey
Cunningham, with Phillips
County Emergency Medical Ser-
vices discussed various baby-sit-
ting techniques and first aid. Ruth
Schillig and Treva Patterson with
Norton County EMS discussed
how important it was to give good
directions to the scene of an acci-
dent in a rural area. They also al-
lowed the students to experience
whatit was like tohave an oxygen

mask put on them.

Some students may be able to
hear themselves talk about the
safety presentations on the radio.
Craig Cooper, 10th District Farm
Bureau Administrator, inter-
viewed students and FFA mem-
bers about their safety day expe-
rience. These interviews will be
aired on ag networks including
KQNK Radio.

The students were sent home
with asafety checklist. They are to
inspect their own home and have
one of their parents sign off on the
checklist. When the student re-
turns the checklist, they will re-
ceive an orange Safety Day T-
shirt.

As an added incentive, the stu-
dents will have a chance to win a
PizzaHut gift certificate and a pre-
mier movie pass if they write a
paper about their Safety Day ex-
perience. Four winners will be
chosen from Norton and four win-
ners from Northern Valley.
