WEEKLY SERMONETTE
Pastors are very thank-

ful to the Lord for every
worker that God has given
to the church of Jesus
Christ.

In 2 Corinthians 1: 11
there is a very special per-
son that pastors are espe-
cially thankful for, prayer
warriors. The greatest
missionary of all time, the
apostle Paul wrote, “As
you help us by your
prayers, then many will
give thanks on our behalf
for the gracious favor
granted us in answer to the
prayers of many.” Paul
writes this as a statement
of fact proclaiming that it
was the power of God in
answer to prayer that en-
abled him and the minis-
try team he was working
with to complete all that
God had for them to do.

Paul’s life was often in
danger and it was only by
the hand of God that he
had been delivered out of
it. Paul also wrote “…But
this happened that we
might not rely upon our-
selves but on God.” Yes,
Paul knew that it was God
who protected them
through and delivered
them out of their great per-
ils.

Hot summer months pose spe-
cial hazards for outdoor workers
who must protect themselves
against heat, sun exposure, and
other hazards.

One challenge is Lyme Disease
and other tick borne diseases.
These illnesses (i.e., Rocky Moun-
tain spotted fever) are transmitted
to people by bacteria from bites of
infected deer (blacklegged) ticks.
In the case of Lyme disease, most,
but not all, victims will develop a
“bulls-eye” rash. Other signs and
symptoms may be non-specific
and similar to flu-like symptoms
such as fever, lymph node swell-
ing, neck stiffness, generalized
fatigue, headaches, migrating
joint aches, or muscle aches. You
are at increased risk if your work
outdoors involves construction,
landscaping, forestry, brush clear-
ing, land surveying, farming, rail-
roads, oil fields, utility lines, or
park and wildlife management.
Protect yourself with these precau-
tions:

• Wear light-colored clothes to
see ticks more easily.

• Wear long sleeves; tuck pant
legs into socks or boots.

• Wear high boots or closed
shoes that cover your feet com-

pletely.
• Wear a hat.
• Use tick repellants, but not on

your face.
• Shower after work.
• Wash and dry your work

clothes at high temperatures.
• Examine your body for ticks

after work.
• Remove any attached ticks

promptly and carefully with fine-
tipped tweezers by gripping the
tick.

• Do not use petroleum jelly, a
hot match, or nail polish to remove
the tick.
