We Christians have some-
times made a mistake when
leading others to Christ in al-
lowing (or encouraging) them
to believe that, once they are
born-again children of God,
there will no longer be any
trials in their lives.

This may be especially true
when they come to us as unbe-
lievers having made total
messes of their lives and
the lives of those persons
around them. They may
have been involved in
multiple marriages with
additional relationships
that did not even involve
marriage. More than one
of these may have given
rise to children being
born.

They may have been
involvedindeviant sexu-
al lifestyles or pornogra-
phy. They may be, orhave
been, addicted to drugs or
alcohol. They may have
prisonrecords. They may
have driven loved ones
away by physical, verbal
or emotional abuses.

Whatever the case may
be, accepting Christ is
just the beginning, and
anew Christian needs to
understand that so they
won’t become discour-
aged. Nehemiah 8:10
says that “The joy of the

Lord is our strength,” : [

but joy and happiness [
are not the same thing.
The “joy of the Lord” is
a deep sense of satisfac-
tion and contentment that
God loves you deeply, is
always with you and has
everything under con-
trol.

Likewise, an absence
of trouble is not a sign
of true spirituality. In
fact, Jesus said to His

disciples, “In this world, you will
have trouble.” Not particularly
cheery news. However, He then
added, “But take heart! I have
overcome the world.”

Many of the sins mentioned
