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Season comes to an end at Regional

The Norton Community High
School girls tennis team competed
for the final time of the 2007 sea-
son with their performances in the
Class 3ARegional Tournament on
Thursday, Oct. 4 in WaKeeney.

Some of their matches were
against the best competition. It
was a single elimination tourna-
ment.

“Our girls were up against some
really tough competition today,”
said Norton head tennis coach Lisa
Henderson.

Playing No.1 singles for Norton
was Tabitha Vincent. She drew a
first round bye, then played Kas-
sandra Huser, Victoria, and lost
6-0, 6-2.
