Endowment gift grows 
at heritage foundation

The Kansas Agriculture and 
Rural Leadership Program re-
ceived an additional $10,000 
this week to add to the $20,000 
endorsement deposited in 2006 
by a charter board member.

Florence and Ted Metcalf devel-
oped the fund at the High Plains 
Heritage Foundation, based in 
Liberal, Kan. KARL, Inc. will earn 
funds from the investment to be 
used specifi cally for the educational 
efforts of the Kansas Agriculture 
and Rural Leadership Program.

Florence Metcalf served as the 
fi rst curriculum committee chair of 
the board of directors for the KARL 
Program, said Jack Lindquist, 
president of the private non-profi t 
educational organization.

With the gift, the Metcalfs have 
joined the select group of major en-

dowment donors known as KARL 
Legacy Benefactors. KARL, Inc., 
is a private, not-for-profi t organi-
zation dedicated to identifying and 
developing leadership in order to 
enhance the quality of life for all 
Kansans. KARL’s two-year bud-
get is approximately $450,000 for 
30 class participants. Participants 
pay a tuition fee of $3,000 and 
donors contribute the remaining 
$12,000 per class member.

KARL funding comes entirely 
from private sources through dona-
tions from individuals, businesses, 
organizations, foundations, and 
corporations.
