We are at that time once again when 
winter weather warnings and advisories 
become a part of life. 

That said, David Floyd, Warning 
Coordination Meteorologist at the Na-
tional Weather Service at Goodland, has 
provided The Norton Telegram with the 
meanings of those all too familiar advi-
sories and warnings.

There are 27, including precipitation 
definitions. Readers may want to clip 
this out and tape to their refrigerator door. 
When they hear on radio or television a 
certain warning or advisory being issued, 
a glance at the fridge door will provide 
some detail. 

Here is the list:
√Blizzard warning — Sustained or 

frequent wind gusts of 35 miles per hour 
or more, and falling or blowing snow, 
and visibility below 1/4 mile for at least 
3 hours. 

√Blowing Snow Advisory — Blowing 
snow, occasionally reducing visibility 
between 1/4 and 1 mile, with sustained 
winds less than 35 mph.

√Snow and Blowing Snow Advisory 
— Falling and blowing snow, occasion-
ally reducing visibility between 1/4 and 
1 mile with sustained winds less than 35 
mph.

√Heavy Snow Warning — Snow ac-
cumulations of 6 inches in 12 hours, or 
8 inches in 24 hours, either imminent or
