Mitch Bartels, supervisor of the ra-
diology department, told the hospital
board last week that his department is
considering new equipment, which will
enhance radiology.

The equipment, he said, is a digital
radiology system and a digital archive.
The new system would make it so that
the hospital no longer had to use films
for X-rays, with the exception of mam-

mograms.

He said it will also allow the hospital’s
doctors to have almostimmediate access
to the X-rays. The specialist doctors
would also be able to log in to the system
to see the X-rays.

Mr. Bartels said the images in the
digital archives would be kept for five to
seven years. There would be a back-up
system in Utah and a separate back up of
that system as well.

He said the Hays Medical Center
received a grant and is sharing it with
seven northwest Kansas hospitals. The
Norton County Hospital can spend up

to $70,000 from the grant. The cost for
the computed radiology system and the
picture archiving and communication
system is $69,100.

He said the old film digitizer is also
on its last leg and will be brought up for
purchase later. He said there may be some
other supportequipmentneeded, butthey
will know more after Dairyland comes to
see about converting it to their system.

Mr. Bartels said he will get a purchase
order ready so that the board can act on
it at the December meeting.
