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Wrestling coach welcomes roster of 28

Norton Community High
School head wrestling coach Bill
Johnson, who is beginning his
17th year as the Blue Jay men-
tor, has welcomed 28 wrestlers,
including 11 lettermen, to the
2007-008 squad.

After winning the state cham-
pionship the previous three years
in a row, Norton placed third last
year, missing a state champion-
ship by one and one-half points
as Smith Center and Beloit tied
for the title in one of the closest
finishes ever.

Norton returns four state medal-
ists from last year’s team which
compiled a 19-1 overall dual re-
cord, whichincluded a perfect 8-0
dual record and 12th consecutive
dual championship of the Mid-
Continent League.

In addition, they won their
fourth straight championship of
the Hoxie Invitational, placed sec-
ond inthe Goodland Holiday Clas-
sic dual tournament, second in
the Clay Center Invitational, won
their fourth straight championship
of the J.R Durham Invitational in
Norton, entered the Emporia Dual
Tournament for the first time and
returned with a perfect 5-O record,
won the Mid-Continent League
Tournamentchampionship for the
eighth consecutive year, won the
Panther Classic in Phillipsburg for
the fourth year in a row and won
the Regional Tournament for the
third year in a row.

Returning from that outstand-
ing team are four state medalists.
Senior Alex Thomas returns at
heavyweight, where he placed
third in the state last season.

Senior Jeff Soderlund finished
fourth at 145 pounds in the state

Junior Zach Bainter placed
second in the state his freshman
season and fourth last year and is
expected to wrestle at 130 or 135
pounds. Bainter was named “Out-
standing Sophomore Wrestler”
last season.

Sophomore Zane Perez, who
placed sixth at 119 pounds in the
state tourney last season, is ex-

pected to crack the lineup at 125
or 130 pounds. Perez was the Blue
Jays’ “Outstanding Freshman
Wrestler” last season.

Thomas compiled an excellent
38-1recordlastseason, Soderlund
was 34-12,Bainter was 32-12 and
Perez was 30-11.

Otherreturning lettermen, their

Assisting coach Johnson with
his coaching duties again this
season will be Doug Ray, Shane
Miller and Chance McKinney.

“Our strengths this season will
be in our returning state medalists
and state qualifiers,” said coach
Johnson. “We look to have good
depth from 103 to 171 pounds but
will be thin in the upper weights
again this season.

“A good group of freshmen
have entered our program after
having much success in the past.
As always, these young men will
have to prove themselves at the
high school level. It is not out of
the question that several of these
freshmen could crack the varsity
lineup.”

Coach Johnson’s career wres-
tling coaching record is 162-56
and his Norton record is 156-38,
an 80 percent winning record.

The Norton Community High
School wrestling team will open
the season Saturday in the an-
nual Hoxie Invitational Wrestling
Tournament.

This early season tournament
always proves to be one of the
toughest invitationals in North-
west Kansas.

Competing, in addition to teams
from Norton and Hoxie, will be
squads from Holcomb, Lakin,
Oakley, Oberlin, Plainville and
Trego Community.

The tournament will begin at
9 a.m. and will be in the Hoxie

High School gymnasium. The first
round matches will be followed
by the semi-finals and first and
second place consolation matches
in session No.2 and the third and
fourth place and championship
matches in session No.3. The
tournament will run continuously
with minimum breaks, probably
15-20 minutes between sessions.
The breaks will depend upon the
needs of the officials.

Trophies will be awarded to the
top two teams and medals to the
first through fourth place wrestlers
in each weight class.

State University. He hasalso been
inducted into the National Asso-
ciation of Intercollegiate Athletics
Hall of Fame.

In2005, he was named the Head
Coach of the Yearin Kansas by the
National High School Wrestling
Coaches Association.

He was also one of 18 coach-
es and boosters of high school
wrestling named “2005 Man-
of-the-Year” by Wrestling USA
Magazine.
