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Durham wrestling tourney is I Satrday

The annual J.R. Durham Wres-
tling Tournament will be held
on Saturday in the NCHS Stull
Gymnasium in Norton.

Teams from Atwood, Beloit,
Hoxie, Leoti, Oakley, Quinter,
Scott City, Shawnee-Mill Valley,
Smith Center and Cozad, Neb.
will compete in addition to host
team Norton varsity and Norton
second team.

The first session will begin at
9:30 a.m. on three mats.

The second session will begin at
approximately 4:30 p.m. with the
third and fourth place matches on
two mats, followed by honoring
of former state medal winners
around 5 p.m.

Honored will be state medal
winners from 1948, 1958, 1968,
1978, 1988 and 1998.

The pep band will play the na-
tional anthem and the cheerleaders
and dance team will perform.

The championship finals will fol-
low on one mat around 5:30 p.m.

Alltimes are estimated and may
vary according to the progress of
the tournament.

It will be the 43rd annual wres-
tling tournament held in Norton
and the 11th annual Durham tour-
nament. It was renamed 10 years
ago in honor of J.R. “Jake” Dur-
ham of Norton, the former long-
time wrestling coach in Norton.

Jake’s many honors include
membership in the National Wres-
tling Hall of Fame and Kansas
High School Wrestling Hall of
Fame. Jake and his wife, Ruth,
still reside in Norton.

Plaques will be awarded to the
top three teams and medals to the
top four wrestlers in each weight
class.

An “Outstanding Wrestler”
will be chosen by vote of the
coaches.

“We are looking for a very
competitive tournament,” said
Norton head wrestling coach Bill
Johnson.

“Smith Center and Beloitare the
defending state co-champions and
both are loaded again this year.

“Scott City has a strong wres-
tling tradition and their wrestlers
always compete well. Then you
throw in Cozad who traditionally
is very competitive and Class 5A
Mill Valley who is getting better
every year and has some individu-
als who battle hard.

“Oakley is new to the tourna-
ment this year and they have some
outstanding individual wrestlers
who placed high in the state tour-
nament last year.

“We are entering a Norton sec-
ond team this year to make a 12th
team and help fill out the brackets.
It will also give our second team
wrestlers good varsity experi-

“We have had a long layoff
since our last matches but have
been practicing hard over the
Christmas break to get ready for
the tournament.

“We haven’t been in school
so have had practices at differ-
ent times and haven’t settled
into our normal routine. Missing
the Goodland dual tournament
caused us to have a longer layoff
than most teams. We did get back
into a normal practice routine this
week.”

Nortonis the defending tourna-
ment champion. The Blue Jays
have won the tournament the past
four years, which broke a seven-
year winning streak by Hoxie.
Last year’s win was a close one,
however, as the Blue Jays edged
eventual state co-champion Beloit
for the championship by a slim
four-and-one-half points margin.
