Norton hosts nominating caucus

February 9 will be a big day for Norton
County — a big day for Republicans of
Norton County.

Thanks to action taken by the party’s
central committee a short time ago, Nor-
ton will host one of several presidential
nominating caucuses on that date across
the big First District, across the entire

state.

Norton County’s Republican Party
Chair Steve Berry said the caucus will
be held at the Norton American Legion.
“It is important to note that those taking
part must be registered as Republicans
no later than Jan. 25, he said.

He said check-in at the caucus site
will begin at 8:30 a.m. He said a Kansas-
issued Photo ID is a must, i.e. a Kansas

driver’s license. Mr. Berry said those
needing a Photo ID can contact the
county clerk’s office.

Check-in will end at 10 a.m., at which
time the caucus will begin.

According to Mr. Berry, each of the
presidential candidates, or someone
representing them, will then give 10-
minute talks. When that is concluded, the
voting, by ballot supplied by the state’s

The candidates appearing on the state
ballot are Rudy Giuliani, John McCain,
Mitt Romney, Mike Huckabee, Fred
Thompson, Ron Paul and Alan Keys.
