Storms reveal which trees

MANHATTAN — The “poster
child” for the extensive tree dam-
age leftin the wake of December’s
icy storms has to be the Siberian
elm, according to a Kansas State
University horticulturist.

“Often mistakenly called the
Chinese elm, the Siberian suf-
fered such extensive damage that
many of the trees now need to be
removed. The big, mature elms
were the most at risk,” said Ward
Upham, who coordinates the
Master Gardener program for K-
State Research and Extension.

The damage would have been
much worse, he said, if the storms
had also brought high winds.

“Another thing we can be grate-
ful for is that this kind of weather
can teach us a lot about which
trees are strong and which are
not,” Upham said. “Trees are a
long-term investment. Choosing
those that will stand up to the
Plains’ often-challenging condi-
tions is vital to seeing that invest-
ment pay off.”

December’s weather created

exceptions toevery rule of thumb,
he cautioned.

Grouped as a variety or species,
the ornamental trees that had the
least damage were: bald cypress,
crabapple, ginkgo, goldenrain-
tree, honeylocust, Kentucky
coffeetree, linden, amur maple,
Autumn Blaze maple, red maple,
Shantung maple, sugar maple,
bur oak, swamp white oak, red
oak, Osage orange, Aristocrat
pear, Chanticleer pear, Austrian
pine, Chinese pistache, London
planetree, redbud, sweet gum,
sycamore, and zelkova (Asian
relative of the elm).

“The bald cypress is on the ‘did
well’ list. Still, a few did end up
with a broken central leader. The
bald cypress is deciduous, but
these had retained enough needles
ontheirleaderto collectice,” Up-
ham said. “Retained foliage and
previous health made a huge dif-
ference in individual trees’ fate.”

The tree groups that fared the
worst were the river birch, Sibe-
rianelm, silver maple, Russianol-

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING A
PUBLIC HEARING ON THE ABATEMENT
OF CONDITIONS IN VIOLATION OF THE
DANGEROUS AND UNFIT STRUCTURE
CODE OF THE CITY OF NORTON, KS
AND FOR A HEARING ON THE ISSUE
OF ANY FEASIBLE OR PRUDENT
ALTERNATIVE TO ABATEMENT OR
DEMOLITION AS TO PROPERTY

WITHIN THE CITY OF NORTON, KS.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT
RESOLVED BY THE GOVERNING
BODY OF THE CITY OF NORTON,
KANSAS:

Section 1: Pursuant to Article 4,
Section 4 of the Code of the City of
Norton, Kansas, it is hereby deemed
necessary to cause the abatement
of buildings or portions thereof
which have been determined to be
substandard and/or dangerous as
defined by the Dangerous and Unfit
Structure Code. That these buildings
have been declared to be in need of
abatement and demolition and that
in accordance with the procedures of
Article 4, Chapter 4 of the City Code,
they have been found to have a blight
upon the neighborhood or surrounding
properties; are hazardous and a danger
due to fire or accidents; or have
structural defects or other conditions
which render them unsafe, unsanitary
or otherwise inimical to the general
welfare of the city.

Section 2: It is hereby recognized
that the property owners listed below
have been given notice of the violations,
have been given the notice and
opportunity to be heard, and have not
alleviated the conditions causing the
alleged violations. That the property
owners have been given a notice and
order of demolition, but said property
owners have not demolished the
property or had the condition abated,

within the specified deadlines.

Section 3: That the City will consider
all relevant factors, and will hold a
hearing to find if there is any feasible
or prudent alternative to the order of
abatement and demolition and the city
will include all possible planning to
minimize harm to any nearby history
property, pursuant to K.S.A. 75-2724.

Section 4: That a public hearing will
be held on March 5th, 2008 at 5:45
p.m. to be held in the Council Room of
City Hall at 301 E. Washington, Norton,
Kansas. That the owners, owneris
agents, any lien holders of record and
any occupant of the structure may
appear and show cause why said
structure should not be condemned
and ordered repaired or removed and
a hearing on any possible feasible or
prudent alternatives to the order of
abatement or demolition.

Section 5: That the owners of said
premises are Roger Moffet of 315
Homestead Drive, Lawrence KS 66049-
2001 and Michael Moffet of 1105 Oak
Tree Drive, Lawrence KS 66049. The
location of the property subject to
the hearing is 205 South State Street,
Norton, Norton County, Kansas.
