Meeting will deal with 
corn, soybean production

The Norton County Hospital 
Board is still looking for a good 
location for the Colby Community 
College’s nursing program.

Hospital Administrator Rich 
Miller said they were looking at 
a few spots, but nothing concrete 
yet. He said their architect asked 
if they wanted plans drawn up, 
but the hospital hasn’t requested 
that yet.

He said he mentioned to the 
Norton County Commission the 
hospital’s possible interest in 
buying the Emergency Medical 
Service building after the new 
ambulance facility is used. The 
commission said they might be 
using it for storage.

Mr. Miller suggested that they 
make a formal request in writ-
ing to buy that building from the 
county. It would be a great loca-
tion for the nursing school since 
it is just across the street from the 
hospital.

Board President Dennis Gil-
housen said the location makes 

Hospital looking for good nursing school location
Joan Streck, head obstetrics nurse, 
on the obstetrics department. She 
said they’ve started doing seat 
checks on the third Wednesday 
of each month for the public and 
are also doing seat checks for new 
parents before they take their baby 
home. There are three nurses who 
are certified to do the checks, she 
said. For labor and delivery, moth-
ers receive one-on-one care and 
after the birth, babies are roomed 
with their mothers. She said each 
baby has an alarm on its ankle for 
security, so the babies can’t be 
taken from the hospital. She said 
they will now be putting pictures 
of newborn babies on the hospi-
tal’s website after the babies have 
been discharged.

• Approved the purchase of a 
cardiac monitor, a humidified 
oxygen machine, and equipment 
for the jaundice monitor for the 
obstetrics department at a total of 
$8,490; $8,500 was budgeted.

• Accepted the revised nurs-
ing policy and procedures as 
presented.

• Approved the write-off ac-
counts and sent them to collec-
tion.

all the sense in the world. He 
said if they buy the building, the 
county has a vacant lot across the 
street from the courthouse that it 
could possibly build something 
for storage on.

Board member Warren White 
said he felt they should write the 
letter, letting the county know 
how serious they were about the 
building.

“It’s all about location,” said 
Board member Steve Berry. “This 
location would be great for the 
school.”

The hospital board passed a 
motion to open negotiations with 
the county for the ambulance 
building.

In other business, the board:
• Heard that a walk-through 

had been done of the lower level 
with 11 contractors, several of 
whom were local. Mr. Miller said 
bids came back on Feb. 18. Mark 
Brooks from Murray Company 
and Mark Crane from Health Fa-
cilities Group were at the hospital 
last Friday to open bids. Mr. Miller 
said the bids looked positive and 
should be under the $496,000 ap-
proved previously by the board. 
The lower level will take four and 
a half to five months and will be 

done in two phases.
• Discussed several scholar-

ships available to employees and 
nursing students.

• Designated The Bank, First 
Security Bank and Trust, First 
State Bank, Almena State Bank 
and United Northwest Federal 
Credit Union as the hospital’s 
banks for 2008, KQNK Radio 
as the official radio station, The 
Norton Telegram as the official 
newspaper, and John McClymont 
as legal counsel.

• Held a 10-minute closed ses-
sion to discuss the confidential 
quarterly risk management report. 
After returning to open session, 
the board approved the report.

• Reviewed quality improve-
ment reports from the human 
resources, social services and 
activities, respiratory therapy, 
safety, engineering and dietary 
departments.

• Learned that the hospital has 
96 Lifeline units in homes in the 
Norton area.

• Heard that the hospital will 
be participating in the health fair 
from 4 to 8 p.m. on Wednesday 
at the National Guard Armory in 
Norton.
