future as well.

Mrs. James said the grandstand
has been torn down and the build-
ing ordered. They ordered it from
NCK Contractors in Long Island,
keeping the money as local as pos-
sible, said Mr. Sproul.

Thelabor, both for tearing down
the grandstand and pouring con-
crete for the stage, has come from
community volunteers, he said.

They hope to get the stage in
five to six weeks and the concrete
needs to be poured before they can
put the stage up, he said.

“It’s going to be tight to get ev-
erything done before the Jubilee,”
he said.

Sofar, Mrs. James said, they’ve
raised a total of $30,355 for the
project. Of that, $20,000 came
from a grant the Hansen Founda-
tion gave to the City of Lenora.
Other money has been raised with
pizza sales and a golf tournament
in Hill City. She said they plan on

doing pizza sales again and are
also planning another golf tourna-
ment, this time in Norton.

Another thing they are planning
istohave abig screen and rear pro-
jector to improve the concert-like
atmosphere. The Ross and Mariana
Beech Foundation in Hays donated
$3,700 towards that project.

Mr. Sproul said a good screen
and projector will cost around
$6,000. They will have some kind
of screen for this year’s Jubilee,
evenifthey can’tcome up withall
the money for the one they want.
They are working towards alarge,
portable screen that can be used at
other venues in the area.

Because of the new stage, they
will be having backstage interviews
with the bands before the concert.
This will be the first year they have
been able to do this, he said.

The Jubilee’s headliner this year
isJake Owen, whosings “Yee Haw’,
“Starting With Me” and “Some-
thing ‘Bout A Woman”. Opening

for Mr. Owens is Whiskey Falls, a
relatively new act from Nashville.
Both will perform Friday, June 13
to kick-off the Jubilee.

Mr. Sproul said this year, be-
cause it’s a leap year, they are
having to hold the Jubilee a week
early, rather than on the usual third
weekend. However, next year, it
will be back on schedule.

“It’s all very exciting,” he said.
“This is going to be a pivotal year
for the Jubilee. It’s not just a Le-
nora event; it’s an event for all of
western Kansas.”

He said the Jubilee get bigger
every year. Last year, he said
they noticed a lot of out of county
plates, including plates from Ne-
braska and Ellis County.

“Ithas become aregional thing,”
he said.
