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Governor’s declaration has special meaning for Logan coup

Governor Kathleen Sebelius
hasdeclared March 31 Congenital
Diaphragmatic Hernia Aware-
ness Day in Kansas and a couple
from Logan knows first-hand what
this means.

This birth defect occurs in 1
in 2,000 births yet is not widely
known. With the rate of live births
in the United States at 4,115,590
in 2004, this translates to approxi-
mately 1,800 live births with the
congenital diaphragmatic hernia
birth defect. Cystic fibrosis oc-

cursin 1in 3,000 live births in the
United States, and spina bifida has
an occurrence of 7 in 10,000 or 1
in 1,478 live births. Congenital
diaphragmatic hernias occur just
as often as cystic fibrosis and
spina bifida, except congenital
diaphragmatic hernias often have
fatal results.

The reality of Congenital Dia-
phragmatic hernia struck home
this past year when Clint and
Tanya Gottschalk, Logan, lost
their daughter. They wrote this

Tractor safety training
course scheduled in May

In 1970, the U.S. Department
of Labor declared agricultural
tasks as hazardous for children
under the age of 16. With cer-
tain exemptions, this law made
employment of youth under the
age of 16 at these jobs illegal for
anyone other than their parent or
legal guardian.

The long withstanding tradition
of youth finding summer employ-
ment on local farms prompted the
development of the Hazardous
Occupations Training (Tractor
Safety) program to train and cer-
tify youth 14 and 15 years of age to
work in agricultural jobs for some-
one other than their parents.

With the summer season right
around the corner, you may be
planning on working on a farm
or if you are a producer, possibly
you are planning on hiring a 14
or 15 year old youth. Youth that
are now 13 and will be turning
14 this summer or fall can also
take the course, but cannot be

issued the certificate until their
14th birthday. According to the
laws set forth by the Kansas State
Board of Agriculture, he or she
is required to take a farm/tractor
safety training.

K-State Research and Exten-
sion councils from this area are
combining efforts and hosting a
Tractor Safety Training which will
be held in Hill City on Saturday,
May 3 at the Graham County 4-H
Building. Registration needs to be
into the Norton County Extension
Office no later than April 18.

The cost of the course will be
$12, which will cover materials,
supplies and refreshments. Pre-
registration is requested to distrib-
ute the manual prior to the course
so reading and completion of the
homework can be done before
coming to the training.

If you are interested in taking
the course, call the Norton County
Extension Office before April 18
at(785)877-5755. The youth will
need to bring a sack lunch for the
program.
