She is taking action through 
California authorities to try to 
catch the perpetrators in Los 
Angeles.

 “When I called the number 
back, I told them the check didn’t 
clear. The lady on the other end 
said, ‘Oh, it didn’t?’ and then the 
line when dead. She hung up on 
me,” said Ms. Foster.

Bank offi cials in the area know 
of the scam problems and say it 

is widespread. Some bankers say 
there is a new scam invented every 
day. One banker said the scam-
mers are getting faster. They know 
how long it takes a check to clear 
the bank. But, he added that banks 
are getting smarter too.

Banks offer the following ad-
vice:  

• Be cautious.  
• If you receive a check such as 

Ms. Foster did for lottery or game 
winnings, contact the bank the 
check is written on.

There’s some good news for 
Norton and area people infl icted 
with lupus. 

The Lupus Foundation of 
America, Inc., Kansas Chapter, 
informed The Norton Telegram it 
will hold its fi rst walk on Saturday, 
April 12 at 10 a.m. at the Sedgwick 
County Park in Wichita. Registra-
tion begins at 8:30 a.m.

Lupus strikes mostly young 
women, but no one is safe from 
it.

More than half of the 
people with lupus suffer four 
or more years and visit three or 
more health care providers before 
receiving a correct diagnosis. 
Presently, no cure or satisfactory 
treatment exists.
