Outgoing councilman offers some advice

Departing Norton City Councilman
Jerry Jones had some good words for the
city’s police department, and also passed
along some thoughts on other issues
facing the council at its April 2 meeting,
held one day after Mr. Jones lost his re-
election bid.

Mr. Jones, Ward 1, said he thinks Nor-
ton has a police department to be proud
of and that Pat Morel is doing a good job
as its chief.

Additionally:

e Mr. Jones hopes the Public Safety
Committee will continue to work on the
Safe Ride program;

* The new council needs to seriously
consider a new fire truck;

 The trash truck issue needs to be
studied more before buying a new truck
and dumpsters;

* Suggested picking up yard waste the
firstthree days and picking up recyclables
at the end of the week;

* Encouraged continued work toward
anew swimming pool; and

* He hopes the new members of the city
council do not have an agenda.

Judy Carlyle, who represented Timber-
creek homeowners, asked the council to
consider approving Timbercreek Road as
adedicated street and have it chip sealed
to improve its condition. She also men-
tioned there is alarge dip from West Street
into Timbercreek Circle on the north side
that is of concern.

She reminded the governing body that

residents pay taxes to the city and the
only service they receive inreturnis trash
removal. The homeowners, according to
Mrs. Carlyle, aren’t asking for curb and
gutter,

Norman Nelson, entering the conversa-
tion, said they need a 21 foot wide chip
and seal. The plat shows the street is 40
feet wide. Mr. Nelson reasoned that as
more homes are built on the west circle,
it might need to be adjusted to make the
new homes fit appropriately, and that it
would not need to be chip sealed now. He
said there are no drainage issues and there
is a good base established.

It was mentioned that there would be a
6-or 7-foot area in front of each home that

Booster shots given in Norton, Almena schools

Norton and Northern Valley students
got a chance to get free tetanus boosters
on Friday courtesy of the Rotary Club and
the county health department.

County Heath Nurse Gina Frack helped
staff nurse Jenda Jones give shots to 35
students in Norton and six in Almena
at Northern Valley. The shots, which
normally cost $29.32 at the health de-
partment office, were provided free to
students in the eighth-grade and up at the

schools. The Norton Rotary Club paid
for the vaccine, $19.32 per shot, and the
health department donated the time and
materials, which normally costs $10 per
shot.

Ms. Jones said that students have to
have the shot before entering kindergar-
ten. However, aboosteris needed after 10
years so most students need another shot
when they are in the eighth grade or so.
That’s the population being targeted by

the booster campaign, she said.

Before a student can be immunized,
however, he or she has to have a consent
form signed by a parent or guardian.
School health nurse Vicki Enfield was a
tremendous help getting the forms out to
the parents and getting them back for the
health department, Ms. Jones said.

The Norton Rotary Club has been
donating money and helping with the
vaccinations for three years.
