The move to a four-day school
week is shaping up nicely in
Brewster’s school district.

“It’s falling into place,’ Superin-
tendent Sherri Edmundson said.

While teacher negotiations will
not be completed until sometime
inMay, Edmundson said she does
not expect any problems with
changing to a four-day school
week.

Board action in March changed
the district’s school hours from
8:20 a.m. to 3:30 p.m. Monday
through Friday to 8 a.m. to 4 p.m.
Monday through Thursday for the
2008-2009 school year.

“It’s a done deal,” Edmund-

“Instead of having a junior
high game on Thursday and ahigh
school game on Friday, we’llhave
both of them on a Friday.”

Edmundson said the tenta-

tive schedule will be to face-off
against another school which
runs on a four day school week
and have a junior high game at 2
p-m. and high school game at 5 or
5:30 p.m.

Other area schools operating
on a four-day school week are
Cheylinin Bird City; Tri-Plains in
Winona, Weskan and Healey.

“We’ll probably play Healey
and see what happens,” Edmund-
son said.

“If it doesn’t work, we’ll revert
back to a game on Thursday and
one on Friday.”

This year’s enrollment stands
at 97 students; 48 in grades kin-
dergarten through eighth-grade
and 49 in grades nine through 12.
Projected enrollment is 90.
