Question: ‘Where's my check?’
Answer: On its way, (maybe)

Some of you have received your eco-
nomic stimulus checks by now. But most
of you haven’t. Matter of fact you may
not get it this month or next. It may be
July before it’s in your hands. Or later.
Or maybe not at all.

The Internal Revenue Service said it
started sending out the economic stimulus
payments last week — the initial round
that will run right on up to around July
11.

The payments are being made by direct

deposit to those who indicated on their
2007 income tax returns that’s how they
wanted ithandled. All others will receive
their economic stimulus payments in the
form of a paper check.

The payments are being sent out in the
order of the last two digits of the Social
Security number used on the tax return.
Because the IRS will use the Social Se-
curity number to determine when checks
are mailed, taxpayers may receive their
checks at different times than neighbors
or other family members.

On ajointly filed return, the first Social

Security number listed will determine the
mail out time.

Expectations from the Internal Rev-
enue Service are to make somewhere in
the neighborhood of 34 million payments
within the first three weeks after the initial
disbursement on May 2. That would be
about 25 percent of the total number of
payments to be made to the more than 130
million households.

Those who chose direct deposit can
expecttoreceive their payments between
May 2-16, provided, that is, their returns
were received and processed by April

15. 1f you did not choose direct deposit
on your tax return, but your return was
processed by April 15, the paper checks
will start arriving May 16. The initial
payments are expected to be completed
around July 11.

The IRS put together a stimulus pay-
ment schedule for tax returns received
and processed by April 15. It looks like
this (and itis important to again remember
these dates are for the tax returns received
and processed by April 15.

By CAROLYN PLOTTS
cplotts@nwkansas.com
Eugene Wilt-
fong, a teacher in
Norton County
since 1941, will be
inducted into the
Class of 2008 Kan-
sas Teachers’ Hall
of Fame in Dodge
City on June 7.
Mr. Wiltfong
taught in rural
schools,hecoached,
taught science and was the elementary
school principal from 1960 to 1981.
During that time period he also served
as assistant superintendent and from
1981 to 1988 he was the Norton Junior
