But it’s nothing new when the
elections are over and new faces
join the city council, and the
mayor announces the many ap-
pointments needed to define the
city’s role.

The oath of office was admin-
istered by City Clerk Darla Ellis,
at the mid-April meeting, to two
new council members, Jeff Otter,
Ward I and Toby Kuhn, Ward 111,
and also to Ward II incumbent
Donna Foley.

Kim Snyder was nominated
and confirmed to serve as Council
President.

Following this activity, the
mayor called for a five minute
recess for pictures and then it was
back to business.

Kathy Zimmerman appeared
before the governing board rep-
resenting the Norton Rotary Club
regarding the club’s interest in
bringing acircus to town on Tues-
day,June 3. She sought permission
to use the area in Elmwood Park
west of the horse arena. She said
this would he a fund raiser for the
club. The council approved the
request, thus the Culpepper and
Merriweather Circus will be in
Norton to perform on June 3 at 5
and 7:30 p.m.

Mayor Corns told the council
that Toby Kuhn has resigned his
position on the Housing Author-
ity Board, due to hiselection to the
city council. He sought council
approval to name Kyle Jones to
fill the unexpired term of Mr. Kuhn
which expires Nov. 30, 2008.

The appointment was con-
firmed.

In other matters, briefly:

City Administrator Lawson
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reported interviews were held
for the Utility Plant Supervisor’s
position, and Bill Vacura has been
hired for the post. He was sched-
uled to begin employment May 5
and train with Dick Hahn until his
retirement.

Mr. Lawson also said he will
meet with two people to get quotes
to install sheet rock and finish the
community room atthe library. He
saidif neither one submits abid the
city can afford, city personnel will
finish the walls, paint them and
installnew ceiling tiles. His hopes
are to meet the May 13 deadline
for the project.

Additionally, Mr. Lawson said
there are still some electrical
problems at the sewer plant and
consequently the project has not
as yet been accepted. The water
plant project, he said, is progress-
ing and a May 15 completion date
has been set.

A request for 215 feet of side-
walk replacement at 322 N. Nor-
ton Street by Jeff Wolf was ap-
proved, with the stipulation the
city will provide the labor and the
property owner pay the costof the
materials directly to the concrete
provider.

A Safe Ride Program was dis-
cussed. The council moved to
use $100 per year of the Elm-
wood Park head tax funds for the
program. A discussion centered
around whether someone needs
to be 21 to use the program. City
Attorney Griffiths said she wants
a licensed taxi service to provide
the service who would be licensed
through the city and carry liabil-
ity coverage. She will prepare an
ordinance for the Public Safety
Committee to review.

The council adopted Ordinance
1573, designating a stop intersec-
tion at E. Waverly and N. Archer,
stopping southbound trafficon N.
Archer Street.
