School varsity golf team placed 
fourth and qualifi ed one golfer for 
the state tournament in the Class 
3A Regional Golf Tournament on 
Monday in Lakin.

Phillipsburg won the champion-
ship with a 355 and Lakin placed 
second with a 359. Both teams 
qualifi ed for the Class 3A State 
Tournament at the Municipal Golf 
Course in Salina this Monday.

In addition, Norton senior Pres-
ton Herman was third medalist and 
qualifi ed for the state tournament 
by being one of the next fi ve low-
est scorers not members of the 
two qualifying teams. Herman 
actually tied for second medalist 
but lost a three-hole playoff. 

Hoisington placed third among 
teams with a 391 and Norton was 
right behind with a 398. Fifth place 
went to Holcomb with a 404, fol-
lowed by Cimarron, 410; Scott 
City, 420; Thomas More Prep of 
Hays, 452; Larned, 501.

Preston Herman shot a 42-45-
87 to lead the Blue Jay foursome. 
Next came sophomore J.D. Gall, 
53-47-100; senior Kyle Edgett, 
53-51-104 and sophomore Mar-
cus Herman, 56-51-107. 

Also playing for Norton and 
their scores were sophomore Con-
nor Pfannenstiel, 58-53-111 and 
junior Logan Kelly, 55-56-111. 

Individual medalists were: Jeff 
Jarvis, Phillipsburg, 79; Chris 
Schneider, Phillipsburg, 87; Pres-
ton Herman, 87; Chris Ramos, 
Lakin, 89; Tanner Berning, Lakin, 
89; Stephen Austin, Cimmaron, 
90; Braden Barnhardt, Lakin, 90; 
Ben Kuhn, Lakin, 91; Joe Monroe, 
Phillipsburg, 91; Dylan Demel, 
Hoisington, 92. 

In addition to the Phillipsburg 
and Lakin players, Austin and 
Demel qualified for the state 
tournament with Herman. Non-
medalists who qualified were 
Cody Ellis, Scott City, 93; Kolton 
Cook, Hoisington, 94 and Tanner 
Born, Holcomb, 94.

“As the scores for the entire 
fi eld indicate, it was a battle for 
all at the Regional Tournament,” 
said Norton head golf coach David 
Stover. “Lakin is a challenging 
course with many trouble spots 
and very small, extremely fast 
greens. On top of that, golfers 

were battling high winds all day. 
As the overall scores indicate, the 
course won today.

“I was extremely proud of all 
our golfers. Although our scores 
were higher than we hoped, there 
is no doubt in my mind all Norton 
golfers competed well all day. 

“Obviously, the highlight of the 
day for the Blue Jays was the play 
of Preston Herman, who earned 
a well-deserved trip to the Class 
3A State Golf Tournament on 
Monday in Salina.”

The state tournament will begin 
at 9 a.m.
