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Money for bridges said scarce

Norton County probably won’t
get much more money from the
federal government to replace its
bridges, Road and Bridge Super-
visor Tom Brannan told the county
commissioners on Monday.

“WhatIseeisthere’snotenough
money to do anything there in the
next five years,” he said.

The commissioners agreed that
while all the counties in the state
need bridge repair only those with
the highest populations are likely
to get much help over the next
few years.

“All the money to fix bridges is
going to the east,” said Commis-
sioner John Miller. “Sedgwick
County and Shawnee County will
get the money because they have
the people”

Mr. Brannan agreed.

“We’ve got eight or 10 big, big
bridges that at some point in time
will have to be replaced,” he said
adding that every county out here
has the same problem.

“Every county, I know of, in
northwest Kansas has overspent
its authority for the simple fact that
we’ve tried to keep our bridges
up,” he said.

“By the time we finish bridges
this year we will have basically
spent down to nothing,” he said.

The county’s bridge fund money
pays 20 percent of federal bridges,
he said, while the federal govern-
ment and state pay the rest.

“We can’t fund the whole cost
of abridge but we can fund the 20
percent,” Mr. Brannan said, add-
ing that some of the larger bridges
may cost more the $500,000 to
redo.

Commissioner Leroy Lang
agreed with him, adding thatif the
county holds off bridge work for
a while the county may get some
more help in the future.
