Bill R. Fuller, State Executive
Director for USDA’s Kansas
Farm Service Agency announced
this week that farmer and rancher
candidate nominations begin June
15 forlocal Farm Service Agency
county committees.

The nomination period con-
tinues through Aug. 1. Elections
take place this fall. “I encourage
all producers to participate in the
county committee election pro-
cess by nominating candidates by
the Aug. 1 deadline,” said Fuller.
“We are counting on as much
participation as possible, because
county committees are an impor-
tant link between the agriculture
community and the U.S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture.”

To be eligible to serve on a
FSA county committee, a person
must participate or cooperate in a
program administered by FSA, be
eligible to vote in a county com-
mittee election and reside in the
local administrative areain which
the person is a candidate.

Producers may also nominate
themselves, and organizations
representing minority and women
can nominate candidates. To be-
come anominee, eligible individ-
uals must sign form FSA-669A.
