State park
road work
postponed

The Northwest Kansas Public Affairs
Manager for the Kansas Department of
Transportation, Kristen Brands, Norton,
told The Telegram Monday that the road
construction project at Prairie Dog State
Park, originally scheduled to begin this
week, has been postponed until mid-
July.

The project was to seal the roads and
parking areas, according to the Area
One Office of the Kansas Department of
Transportation in Phillipsburg.

The prime contracting firm out of Ka-
nopolis — Hi-Plains Sand Inc. — will be
unable to start the resurfacing until after
the 4th of July, due to a scheduling project,
according to information provided by
Kristen Brands.

The process will smooth the road and
fill surface defects that can eventually
shorten the pavement life. Workers will
first spread a thin layer of asphalt over
the pavement, then coat it with a layer
of lightweight aggregate, which is then
pressed into place with heavy rollers.

Travis Scott, Kansas Department of
Transportation Construction Engineer
at Phillipsburg, said, “Areas of the park
will be inaccessible for a short period of
time as this fast-moving process occurs.
People wanting to gain access to the park
may experience a short delay during the
construction process.”

The estimated cost of the project is
$128,283.

Norton City Councilmen Toby Kuhn,

have headlights.

Police Chief Pat Morel chimed in
that he has not seen any abuse of the use
of ATVs or work site vehicles.

Councilman Ron Briery wondered if
someone buys a scooter that cannot be li-
censed at the courthouse, whether it could
be ridden on city streets if it is inspected
and a $25 ATV permit is purchased.
Counselor Griffiths said small scooters
are not licensable under any state or city
ordinance and there is no exception to al-
low them to be ridden on city streets.

Mr. Kuhn also discussed a stop sign
request at the intersection of S. Archer
and E. Washington. He said a temporary
stop sign was installed for 30 days and its
placement will be reviewed at an upcom-
ing council meeting.
