“Questioning vs Doubting”

Is there a difference be-
tween questioning and
doubting? I think so. For
instance in the Psalms there
are many questions that
plague David about how
and why God does cer-
tain things. From “why
do the heathen prosper” to
“how long, O, Lord?” God
doesn’t rebuke his ques-
tions but embraces them.

Throughout the Bible
serious men and women of
God ask serious questions
to God about the tough
situations they are endur-
ing in life without reper-
cussion.

Butdoubtis atotally dif-
ferent animal. Doubt is an
assaulton the character and
promises of God. When
Jesus rebukes his follow-
ers again and again with
phraseslike, “Why did you
doubt?”, he is showing that

1. Doubt is the opposite
of faith. Look at the phrase,
“mustbelieve and notdoubt.”
To doubt is not to believe. To
believe is not to doubt.

2. Doubt is the enemy of
prayer. When we doubt as
we pray we are ensuring that
our prayers will NOT get an-
swered. Only prayers uttered

in faith have the opportunity
of getting a “yes” from God.
3. Doubt is a sign of spiri-
tual and emotional instability.
James describes doubters
as driven by the winds of
circumstance, unstable in all
they do. Only faith can bring
the stability that we need
to face the struggles we all

STOP & LOOK

A child is born with
imagination, with the ability to
see the wonder of the world
around him. When a child
examines nature, he isn’t in a
hurry. He takes time to study
each blade of grass, to
appreciate the colors of a
butterfly, to marvel at a flower
or the soft fur of a kitten.

What happens to that keen sense
of observation as we grow up?
Much of that vision is lost as we
grow older and the complexities

endure in this confusing
life.

What’s the fine line be-
tween questioning and
doubting? It’s the reality
of whether or not we truly
believe that God’s intent
toward us is good as we
endure trials. Hebrews
11:6describes afaith-filled
person with great preci-
sion, “anyone who comes
to him must believe thathe
exists and that he rewards
those who earnestly seek
him.”

I love that description!
Faithis believing that God
exists and that his intent is
only good for those who
are seeking after him. He
has only good things in
store!

So at the core of our
questioning of “who, what,
why, when and how” we
must believe that God’s

he perceives doubt, as the
antithesis to faith.

James sums up this same
reality in the first chapter
of his letter to the scat-
tered church. James writes,
“But when he asks, he must
believe and not doubt, be-
cause he who doubts is like
a wave of the sea, blown
and tossed by the wind.
That man should not think
he will receive anything
from the Lord; he is a dou-
ble-minded man unstable
in all he does.”

Here’s how the Spirit of
Jesus works through James
to describe doubt:
