The Greek word “storge”
is an affectionate emotion.
Thisloveisanaturally born
emotion and is typical of
the bonds between parent
and child or the attraction
between aloyal citizen and
a trustworthy ruler.

Both of these types of
love are very unstable and
are easily affected by pres-
ent circumstances. They
can wax cold and wane
depending on the whim of
the day.
