SECTION ONE. Section 15-513 is 
here by amended to read as follows:

“OBJECTIONAL WASTE. Manure 
from cow lots, stables poultry yards, 
pigeon lofts, and other animal or fowl 
pens, and waste oils from garages or 
fi lling stations shall be removed and 
disposed of at the expense of the 
person controlling the same and in a 

manner consistent with this article. 
Waste or fecal matter from dogs, cats, 
and other pets including all pet litter, 
shall be placed in plastic bags and 
securely closed. No such bag shall 
exceed fi fty pounds.”

SECTION TWO. Ordinances of the 
City of Almena, Kansas, in confl ict with 
the terms of this ordinance are hereby 
repealed.

SECTION THREE. This ordinance 
shall be published in the offi cial City 
newspaper and shall take effect upon 
publication.
