Learning center is a second chance

It’s not your normal school. The 
oldest student is 50. The youngest 
is 15. And they’re all in the same 
“class.” They may never see each 
other while they’re working on 
their high school diploma.  

“The 211 Learning Center 
is a very informal, relaxed and 
flexible diploma completion 
program,” said Danna Kelly, who 
runs the center in Norton. 

“The students can come and 
go as they please, they can eat 
and drink in here. We offer any 
assistance if it’s needed. Our goal 
is to help them get their diploma,” 
Ms. Kelly said.

Last May, two students had a 
full graduation. “One now has a 
job she wouldn’t have been able 
to get without her diploma,” said 
Ms. Kelly.

“And the other is going to 

Colby Community College this 
fall,” said her assistant, Sherry 
Hoover. 

For the graduation comple-
tion program, the center accepts 
any student who doesn’t have 
a diploma, and whose class has 
already graduated. There are no 
fees at all for this service.

Students who want to use the 
center for credit recovery, there 
is a small fee. 

Any student, anywhere, can 
enroll with the center. If they have 
internet access, they can do all the 
“book” work online, though all 
tests must be taken at the center 
itself.

“The diplomas are from Norton 
Community High School, there is 
a full graduation, and the diplo-
mas are accepted at any college,” 
said Ms. Kelly. “The student is in 
control of their schedule, and any-
one who wants can come in and 

just try out our diploma comple-
tion program,” Ms. Kelly said.

There is still time to enroll at 
the center, daily from 8 a.m. to 4 
p.m. Hours for students already 
enrolled are Monday to Thursday 
8 a.m. to 8 p.m. and Fridays 8 a.m. 
to 3 p.m. 

The center is located at 126 
S. State Street, between White 
Fields Coffee and Hidden Dragon 
Restaurant.

Life jackets required on state lakes

Boaters here and elsewhere in 
the state are enjoying the water. 
There are many activities that 
relate to utilizing a boat in Kansas. 
Some of the most popular activities 
include: fishing, cruising, skiing, 
tubing, sunbathing and socializing. 
The most important fact associated 
with any activity relating to a boat 
is the fact that whatever the activ-
ity, the people within the boat are 
indeed boaters.

Kansas law defines a vessel as 
any vessel designed to be pro-
pelled by machinery, oars, paddles 
or wind action upon a sail for 
navigation on the water. Each 
vessel must be equipped with a 
proper life jacket, also known as 
a personal floatation device for 
each person on board the vessel. 
These life jackets should be in 
sound condition without rips or 
tears and of the proper size for 
the individual that is intended to 
wear it. Children under the age of 
13 are required to wear the proper 
life jackets while on board any 
vessel as well as any occupant on 
a personal watercraft. 

The most common violation for 
life jackets, according to statistics 

maintained by the Law Enforce-
ment Division, is for life jackets 
not accessible on a vessel. For a 
life jacket to be accessible, the 
jacket must be in open view and 
should not be stowed in locked 
or closed compartments or be 
inside plastic or other packaging 
material.

The importance of life jackets 
cannot be stressed enough as 
statistics show that during the 
2006 boating season, 90 percent 
of those who drowned were not 
wearing a life jacket resulting 
in approximately 423 lives that 
could have otherwise been saved. 
Kansas has been showing a greater 
increase over the years of boating 
related fatalities, mainly from the 
cause of drowning.

For the upcoming 2008 boating 
season, the Kansas Wildlife and 
Parks law enforcement division is 
taking a zero tolerance for viola-
tions relating to life jacket usage. 

Because it takes very little time for 
a vessel to sink, it is important for 
the occupants of a vessel to have 
their life jackets accessible and 
highly recommended for them to 
be worn. In the past years many 
boats inspected and not found in 
compliance with life jacket usage 
were warned either verbally or in 
written form.

Beginning this year, officers of 
the law enforcement division were 
given a directive to crack down on 
violators of life jacket laws. Of-
ficers were informed to work with 
local media and judicial systems 
to promote the importance of the 
life jacket laws and to adhere to 
strict enforcement of these laws 
on Kansas waters.

Our sole purpose is to reduce 
the increasing trend of fatalities 
on our waters and create a safer 
atmosphere for those individuals 
taking advantage of our great rec-
reational boating opportunities.
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
