“You cannot do that with 
a high quality team and survive. 
Well, we didn’t as Norton won 15-
25 to set up the deciding game,” 
said coach Chuck Zimmerman.

He continues:

started off well and built a small 
lead with both teams playing the 
game the way it is to be played in 
today’s world — ‘give as good as 
you get’ and both teams did. Both 
teams played defense and attacked 
the ball with the Huskies having 
a slight lead of 24-23 when our 

spike landed just 3 millimeters 
(the lead official stated) out giving 
Norton the ball and they scored the 
next two points to win 24-26.

“I was pleased that our girls 
gave all they had and had a chance 
to defeat a state caliber volleyball 
team.

The coach said that “playing 
Phillipsburg after an emotional 
loss taught us another lesson that 

we must learn. Forget what hap-
pened and take care of the present 
business at hand. 

“Phillipsburg, showing why 
they should have gone to state 
last year, gave us a lesson in con-
fidence. They displayed a great 
amount of confidence in their 

game from serving to passing to 
hitting. 

“Every skill they attempted they 
did with the confidence that they 
would be successful. That is what 
we need to develop and confidence 
in ourselves is something we talk 
about many times in practice. The 

only thing holding us back from 
being very good is ourselves and 
the confidence in ourselves to be 
good.”

Phillipsburg won in two 11-25, 
15-25 “but we never quit, they just 
played better on this night,” coach 
Zimmerman said.
