The first place winners in each age
group will have the opportunity to goon to
Scott City for the Sectional Competition
on Saturday, Oct. 11. The top five scores
of the combined sectionals will be able
to advance to the Team Championship
held during a Kansas CIty Chiefs football
game, which allows students to showcase
their talents in punting, passing and place
kicking with scores based on distance and
accuracy.

The name Margaret Breathouwer is of
household status in some quarters, and
for good reason.

Some of those reasons being:

* She helps children with special needs
serving as a trusted mentor, confidant
and friend;

e She works one-on-one with them,
offering guidance and support;

* And as a Foster Grandparent volun-
teer, she may read to them, serve as a
positive role model, help with homework
and provide friendship to those needing a
little extra attention and support.

Mrs. Breathouwer was recently rec-
ognized for her four years of service to
the Foster Grandparent Program at the
Northern Valley Preschool in Almena.

The Foster Grandparent Program is
sponsored by Fort Hays State Univer-
sity and funded by the Corporation for
National & Community Service, Wash-
ington, D,C.

According to Jolene Niernberger,
director, Foster Grandparents must be at
least 60 years of age or older and be will-
ing to make a commitment of serving a
minimum of 15 hours each week.

“For their service, these seniors are
provided benefits which include a tax-
free stipend, transportation allowance,
accident and liability insurance, paid
orientation, monthly training, sick leave,
vacation, holidays and recognition,” she
said.

When asked if there was any age limita-

tion for volunteers, Ms. Niergnberger said
there wasn’t, other than being at least 60,
and said they have some volunteers who
are 90 years of age. “We try to keep them
occupied,” she said.
