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Harvest storage important

As we approach fall, many
gardens have been harvested
and now must be stored for later
use. Harvesting at the right time
is important but storing produce
properly is vital tokeep that garden
freshness.

To ensure high quality produce,
select only the best fruits and
vegetables for storage; discard the
rest or use them quickly. Handle
produce carefully since bruising
can reduce storage life and break
the “skin’ of products, allowing
diseases to start. Check produce
in storage regularly and discard
any items that have begun to de-
teriorate.

A refrigerator set at 35 to 50
degrees F. provides cold storage
for small quantities of fruits and
vegetables. Vegetable or “crisper”
drawers provide slightly warmer
storage than the main part of the
refrigerator. If moist storage is
indicated, use plastic bags to hold
in moisture. Some gardeners buy
old refrigerators for this purpose;
automatic defrost models remove

moisture, so manual defrost types
are better.

When cool storage is indicated,
abasementor cellar storage areais
convenient. Provide a thermostati-
cally controlled heat source where
adanger of freezing temperatures
exists. Many Kansas farmsteads
have an outdoor cellar-shelter
that is ideal for storing produce.
Pits or buried containers can also
be used.
