The Norton Community High
School junior varsity football
team defeated Goodland 26-20
in an exciting game that went
to overtime Monday evening at
Travis Field in Norton.

Norton was leading 20-14 with
2:01 left in the game when Good-
land tied the score with a 12 yard
touchdown pass. The Blue Jays
stopped the extra point attempt
but Norton was unable to score
on their final possession of regu-
lation.

Norton had the ball first on of-
fense in the extra period and could
not score on the first three downs.
On fourth down, quarterback
Spencer Shirk connected with
Brett Terrell in the end zone to put
Norton ahead 26-20!

The young Jays then made a
successful goalline stand high-

lighted by a pass interception by
Jordan Wahlmeier.

Goodland jumped out to a 6-0
lead inthe firstquarter ona40 yard
pass play but the second quarter
was all Norton. The offense put
together their first sustained drive
of the game, culminating in a 40
yard touchdown pass from Shirk
to Dakota Dreher. The run for ex-
tra points was unsuccessful.

After forcing a turnover, the
Blue Jays took the lead late in the
second quarter, once again scoring
through the airways. Shirk found
Billy Broeckelman in the corner of
the end zone for the score. Again,
the run for extra points failed but
Norton held a 12-6 advantage at
halftime.

Bothdefenses were strong inthe
scoreless third quarter, setting the
stage for fourth quarter fireworks.
With7:12left, Goodland regained
the lead with an 11 yard scoring

pass and ran for two extra points
to make it 14-12.

Norton answered with just un-
der four minutes to play witha 5
yard scoring run by Shirk. Shirk
passed to Broeckelman for two ex-
tra points and Norton led 20-14.

The Cowboys used their passing
attack to drive down the field and
score on a 12 yard pass and tie the
score at20-all but their extra point
attempt was stopped by the young
Blue Jays.

“This was a hard-fought over-
time victory,” said Norton assis-
tant coach David Stover. “We are
really proud of our young men for
never giving up and continuing to
play aggressive football to eventu-
ally come out on top.”
