Fun for the ‘funsters’City council sets Clean-Up dates

The Norton City-Wide Clean-
Up was approved by city council 
for Oct. 20, 21 and 22. Tree limbs 
and electronic waste will be picked 
up during these days, and yard 
waste will be picked up until there 
is no longer a need.

The city council adopted Ordi-
nance #1581, making the inter-
section of east Washington and 
south Archer a three-way stop 
and changing the maximum speed 
limit on a portion of south Archer.  
Councilman Ron Briery voted 
against adopting the ordinance.

The new playground equipment 
at the swimming pool park is be-
ing put up, the lift elevator at the 
Norton County Museum is being 
constructed, towards which the 
city has committed $20,000 from 
the Hansen Funds.

The Certificate of Substantial 
Completion for the Water Treat-
ment Plant was accepted by the 
city council, with Mr. Briery vot-
ing no. This certificate declares the 
work to be substantially complete 
as of July 11, with a total construc-
tion cost of $3,119,030.

Mayor David Corns reported the 
city sales tax receipts collected in 
August totaled $20,169.60, county 
sales tax totaled $23,765.24, for 

a total of $43,934.84. The 2008 
year to date sales tax receipts total 
$343,306.60.

City Administrator Rob Lawson 
said he has had many residents 
express concern about the quality 
of water and the water violations.. 
He said he has drafted a notice 
to send to citizens with the next 
violation letter, explaining why the 
violations are occurring. The city 
council approved the letter, and 
to include it with the next water 
violation mailing.

Mr. Lawson said he contacted 
Boxler Insurance regarding donat-
ing the city’s 2001 Chevy Impala 
to the Norton City/County Airport 
to use as a courtesy car. Mr. Law-
son said the airport board will need 
to title and insure the car if they are 
interested in having it.

BRB Contractors would like to 
host an open house at the water 
plant, and will be furnishing re-
freshments and providing tours of 
the plant. The open house will be 
held Oct. 24, beginning at noon.

Mr. Lawson said that one of the 
regulators on the biggest engine 
at the power plant went out, and 
now the engine is not safe to run. 
A technician will be coming to fix 
it, with an estimated cost of around 
$20,000. The council approved to 
have the power plant supervisor 

get cost estimates for replacing 
the cooling towers at the power 
plant.

Mr. Lawson said Tim Millan’s 
last day at the power plant was 
Sept. 30, and Carol Griffey will 
be returning to full-time employ-
ment effective on Oct. 6 to fill that 
vacant position.

New rest rooms will be built at 
Elmwood park, with a unisex rest 
room open to the public 24 hours 
a day, 7 days a week except in the 
winter.  All of the rest rooms will 
be unlocked as needed during ac-
tivities at the park, or if someone 
requests it. The city crews will be 
doing most of the work on the new 
rest rooms.

The city approved approved a 
bid of $1,443.80 from Donald R. 
Frey to add budget billing to the 
city’s utility program. There was 
no discussion on when the budget 
billing would start.

The city council paid bills, and 
adjourned the meeting at 6:09 p.m. 
All members of the city council 
were present, as well as City Ad-
ministrator Rob Lawson, City 
Clerk Darla Ellis, City Attorney 
Karen Griffiths, Police Chief Pat 
Morel, KQNK representative 
Deena Wente and Norton Tele-
gram representative Brandy Le-
roux.
