Tag renewal
deadline altered

Although Aug. 31 is the deadline
for tag renewals for those with
last names starting with the letters
“M”, “"N"” and “O”, the Norton
County Treasurer’s office will issue
tags without penalty through
Tuesday, Sept. 2. The renewal is
for automobile, light truck, mo-
torcycle or motorized bike. When
renewing, remember to include
your current proof of insurance
for all vehicles. The office needs
to verify the VIN number, policy
number and current expiration
date. Please keep in mind the
office’s computers are shut off at
4:30 p.m. daily for balancing.

The treasurer’s office can renew
regular driver licenses and issue ID
cards, and by appointment issue
Instructional permits and restrict-
ed licenses for those who have
completed a Driver’s Education
course and Out of State transfer
license. Applicants will need to
bring certified birth certificates,
social security cards and parent or
guardian with valid DL or ID.

The Norton County Treasurer’s
office hours are Tuesday through
Friday 8 a.m. to 4 p.m. All CDL li-
censes have to be renewed at a full
service office: Phillipsburg, Hays or
Colby.

It took 60 pounds of beef, a case of No.
10 cans of refried beans, a case of picante
sauce, 20 pounds of cheese and almost
400 tortillas to make burritos for lunch at
Norton’s Eisenhower Elementary School
on Thursday.

Head chef Ruby Cook said that she and
her staff also used 45 pounds of broccoli,
10 pounds of cheese, nine No. 10 cans of
applesauce and two 4.5 pound packages
of red gelatin to make the cheesy broccoli
and rosy applesauce side dishes.

Besides the burritos, broccoli and
applesauce, the students and teachers got
blonde brownies for dessert and milk —
their choice of white or chocolate, with
the meal.

On Fridays, Ms. Cook said, the din-
ers can pick from white, chocolate or
strawberry milk. The strawberry was
really popular at first, she said, but as the
youngsters gotused to it they mostly went
back to regular or chocolate. Still it gives
them another choice each Friday.

Ms. Cook, who has 30 years of cooking
school lunches on her resume — 24 at
Eisenhower and another six in Norcatur
before that school closed — is assisted by
three full-time and one part-time cook.
Kathy Richard has 24 years in the school
kitchen; Barb Smith, 14 years; Maralyn
Dicks, 11; and Jack McLallen, 10.

For the cooks the workday comes
early.

“Barb and I walk in here at 4:30 in the
morning,” Ms. Cook said. “We’ll be done
by 1:30 p.m.”
