T h e  H o l y  S p i r i t 

of Christ moved the 
Apostle Paul to write, 
“…give thanks in all 
circumstances, for this 
is God’s will for you in 
Christ Jesus.” (1 Thes-
salonians 5:16-17)

The two words “all 
circumstances” make 
this exhortation from 
the Lord very diffi-
cult.

 The Apostle Paul 
lived what he preached 
and this is so clearly 
seen in Acts 16:16-43.

 Our expansive prais-
es are heard by oth-
ers.  Expansive praise
