WEEKLY SERMONETTE
“True Encouragement”

going to be much bet-
ter!  At least that’s what 
many in America are 
saying now that the 
presidential election is 
over.  Change is in the 
air!  However, many 
in Kansas, and particu-
larly Norton County, 
might not feel so up-
beat and are perhaps in 
need of encouragement, 
given that John McCain 
received a clear major-
ity of the votes in our 
state.

However, even those 
who supported Pres-
ident-Elect  Barack 
Obama may need some 
encouragement be-
cause the problems in 
our country will not be 
easily solved.

But while we’re 
in this world, we can 
and should pray for 
him and all elected of-
ficials.  As St. Paul tells 
Timothy, “I urge, then, 
first of all, that requests,
