  “The angel  went  to her  and said,  ‘Greetings,  you  
who are highly favored! The Lord is with you.’”  (Luke  

1:28)  

   This  spoken  blessing  into  her  life  did  not  come  
from abroad,  but  from the very throne  of  God and 
the  term  “highly  favored”  (kecharitomene )  is  an 
active  verb  meaning  “endued  with  divine  grace  to  
the full.”  Mary was highly favored to be the natural  
mother  of  Jesus  Christ.
